The Collect Post Communion Prayer

Almighty God, Almighty God,

you called Luke the physician, who on the day of Pentecost
whose praise is in the gospel, sent your Holy Spirit to the apostles
to be an evangelist and physician of the soul: with the wind from heaven

by the grace of the Spirit and in tongues of flame,

and through the wholesome medicine of the gospel, filling them with joy and boldness
give your Church the same love and power to heal; to preach the gospel:

through Jesus Christ your Son our Lord, by the power of the same Spirit
who is alive and reigns with you, strengthen us to witness to your truth
in the unity of the Holy Spirit, and to draw everyone

one God, now and for ever. to the fire of your love;

through Jesus Christ our Lord

First Reading

They went through the region of Phrygia and Galatia, having been forbidden by the Holy Spirit to
speak the word in Asia. When they had come opposite Mysia, they attempted to go into Bithynia, but
the Spirit of Jesus did not allow them; so, passing by Mysia, they went down to Troas. During the
night Paul had a vision: there stood a man of Macedonia pleading with him and saying, ‘Come over to
Macedonia and help us.” When he had seen the vision, we immediately tried to cross over to
Macedonia, being convinced that God had called us to proclaim the good news to them.

We set sail from Troas and took a straight course to Samothrace, the following day to Neapolis, and
from there to Philippi, which is a leading city of the district of Macedonia and a Roman colony. We
remained in this city for some days. Acts 16.6-12a

Thought for the week...

As we keep our patronal festival, we might ask ourselves, ‘what
IS church?’
Rowan Williams tells us: ‘the NT describes what happens when
human beings are brought into relationship with Jesus Christ by faith as a community in which
everyone’s gifts are set free for the service of others’.
The reading from Luke’s gospel, that we hear every year, develops this idea:

e Pairs of Jesus’ followers are sent out to share the good news of God’s reign, together

e They have simple resources, not flashy ones

e They are sent to bringing peace, a deep inner content

e And to proclaim that God’s reign, God’s Kingdom, has come - ;’God is within your reach’ thet

are to say — you too can be part of his reign
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A church following this model works together to share the good news of God’s Kingdom.

If we merge those two ideas we might suggest that the church — not the building, but the Christian
community —is a ‘place’ of healing and wholeness, where every single person matters and has a part
to play in sharing the good news that God’s kingdom, his reign, is near, can be reached and lived in
the everyday life of those who choose to be his disciples’.

How do we live up that?

What part do each of us play in that?
